COMMENTS ON OUR FINDINGS.

We were instructed to attend site to carry out a full C.C.T.V. Drainage survey of the existing drainage serving the café. We have already recommended repairs within the report and all of this work should be carried out.
We were informed that the café has experienced blockages in the past and we have to assume that this was more than likely the waste pipes from the kitchens waste and gullies. It could be that simple servicing of the waste traps from the sinks needs to be carried out once the kitchen is back up and running.

Our price to carry out all of the high-pressure jet/vac cleaning and structural patch-line repairs would be  :   £4320.00 plus VAT.
