
Access Land near Dungworth 
This is a sheltered valley 
bottom area of Access 
Land which contains 
steep heather slopes, 
woodland and rough 
grazing. It is crossed 
with many paths that link 
well with the surrounding  
countryside, although 
most of them can be 
rather muddy in winter. 
The paths from Storrs 
and Dungworth village 
into the site are very 
steep,    but    the   paths  
entering the site from the 
north are generally less 
steep.  
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
