GUIDANCE TO REGISTER AS A SECOND HAND DEALER
How does this affect me?

You are not allowed to carry on the business of a dealer in second hand goods unless you and the premises from which you trade are registered by the Local Authority.  Registration remains in force for a period of three years and a copy of the certificate of registration must be displayed on your premises.

How much does it cost?

The cost for registering as a Second Hand Dealer in Sheffield is £20; this must be submitted with your application.

What records do I need to keep?

When you acquire articles in the course of your business you must enter the details of each transaction in a book which is kept for that purpose.  You must record:-

· The date of each transaction.

· The quantity and description of articles acquired.

· The name and address of the person from whom the articles were acquired.

The book must be kept for a period of one year from the date of the last entry.

Are there any age restrictions on the people I can acquire second hand goods from?

You are not allowed to acquire any second hand goods from a person who you know is under 16 years of age, even though those goods may be offered to you on behalf of another person.

Will I commit an offence if I do not comply with these requirements?

It is a criminal offence if you:-

· Carry on a business as a dealer in second hand goods when you are not registered by the Local Authority.

· Fail to keep an acquisition book or fail to record the required information.

· Fail to display a certificate of registration in your premises.

· Acquire second hand goods from a person you know to be under 16 years of age.

It is also an offence for a person who you acquire second hand goods from to give you a false name or false address.

These offences are punishable by a fine.

Are there any exemptions from these requirements?

There are some exemptions, however the majority of second hand goods dealers will require registration.  

All persons who deal in second hand goods as a business must register with us unless they fall into one of the following categories:

· any person engaged in a business carried on by a group organisation or body which is registered as a charity under section 4 of the Charities Act 1960 or excepted from registration by virtue of subsection (4) of that section;

· a person in respect of whom particulars are registered under the Scrap Metal Dealers Act 1964 in respect of his business as a scrap metal dealer;
· a person engaged in business as a dealer in waste paper, cardboard, textiles or plastics in bulk in respect of his business as such; 

· the holder of a licence issued under section 22 of the Consumer Credit Act 1974, in respect of activities covered by the licence of a person who does not need such a licence by virtue of section 21 of that Act; 

· a person engaged in the business either of financing the acquisition of goods by means of hire purchase agreements, conditional sale agreements or credit sale agreements (as defined in section 189(1) of the said Act of 1974) or of financing the use of goods by means of bailment agreements, in respect of any such business or any transaction incidental thereto; 

· a person engaged in a business of which the primary purpose is the supply of new unused goods and to which the supply of second hand or used goods is merely incidental;
