Courts

The Magistrates Court (or Petty Sessions court) records deal mainly with minor
offences and licensing the sale and consumption of liquor. Records of the Sheffield
Division cover the borough and City of Sheffield and records of Upper Strafforth and
Tickhill Division of the West Riding of Yorkshire cover areas outside the borough
such as Handsworth, Ecclesfield and Bradfield, c. 1870 - 1976.

Electoral Registers and Poll Books

Sometimes known as Burgess Rolls or voters' lists, in essence, electoral rolls are
lists of people that are entitled to vote. The Sheffield Local Studies Library has a
comprehensive collection from 1841 onwards.

Land, Building and Property Records

The Local Studies Library has a collection of sale particulars (often with plans) dating
from the late 18" century; for instance, there is a catalogue for the sale of Drake
House Estate, 1909 (Sheffield Local Studies Library: PLC BEIG4). In addition there
are a few planning applications from Chesterfield Rural District Council (which
included Beighton (Sheffield Archives: CA516 and CA519), as well as Sheffield City
Council (Sheffield Archives: CA206), etc. There may also be planning applications at
Derbyshire Record Office.

There are also deeds to properties and records of land valuations which detail
owners and occupiers at Sheffield Archives.

A search of the Archives and Local Studies online catalogues and the card indexes
may reveal relevant entries.

As Beighton was in Derbyshire until 1967 some land, building and property records
may be at Derbyshire Record Office.

Maps
