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This guide gives a brief introduction to the variety of sources available for 
researching the history of Manor at Sheffield City Archives and Local Studies Library. 
 
Manor lies 4.5 miles south east of Sheffield City Centre. Historically it has been 
within the township and parish of Sheffield and in the West Riding of Yorkshire.

Manor was originally in the parish of Sheffield and later in the parish of St John, 
Park; in 1921 a new parish of St Aidan was formed out of St John, Park with a small 
additional strip from Christ Church, Heeley.

Courts 
The Magistrates Court (or Petty Sessions court) records deal mainly with minor 
offences and licensing the sale and consumption of liquor. Records of the Sheffield 
Division cover the borough and City of Sheffield and records of Upper Strafforth and 
Tickhill Division of West Riding of Yorkshire cover areas outside the borough such as 
Handsworth, Ecclesfield and Bradfield, c. 1870 - 1976.

There are also records of the Court of Quarter Sessions from 1880.

Prior to 1880 Manor came within the jurisdiction of the West Riding Quarter

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Electoral Registers and Poll Books 
Sometimes known as Burgess Rolls or voters' lists, in essence, electoral rolls are 
lists of people that are entitled to vote. The Sheffield Local Studies Library has a 
comprehensive collection from 1841 onwards.

Land, Building and Property Records 
Sale particulars (often with plans) date from the late 18th century; some planning 
applications survive from the late 19th century onwards, etc. For instance, there are 
planning applications relating to the development of the Manor estate in the 1920s 
(Sheffield City Archives: CA206/27980a). There are also deeds to properties and 
records of land valuations which detail owners and occupiers.

Wills and probate records relating to those who died in Sheffield prior to 1858 are 
either held at the Borthwick Institute for Diocese of York parishes or the Lichfield 
Record Office for areas formerly in the Derbyshire area. Probate records after 1858 
are held at The National Archives (TNA). 
 
Court records will also be held at the West Yorkshire Archive Service and at the 
National Archives.
