Church registers and records, monumental (gravestone) inscriptions and
cemeteries

The parish of St Oswald, Millhouses was formed in 1907 out of the parish of
Ecclesall. St Oswald Church, Millhouses was built at the corner of Abbeydale Road
and Bannerdale Road, and a chapel in Grove Road, Millhouses (which had been
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erected in 1897 as a Chapel-of-Ease to Ecclesall Parish Church) came under its
care. Following the demolition in 2003 of St Peter's Church, Abbeydale (on Machon
Bank, which dates back to 1895), the congregations of St Peter’s and St Oswald
began worshipping together and the two parishes united to become St Peter and St
Oswald in July 2009. Holy Trinity Church, in Millhouses Lane and Grove Road, was
built as a Chapel-of-Ease to St Oswalds.

Courts

The Magistrates Court (or Petty Sessions court) records deal mainly with minor
offences and licensing the sale and consumption of liquor. Records of the Sheffield
Division cover the borough and City of Sheffield and records of Upper Strafforth and
Tickhill Division of West Riding of Yorkshire cover areas outside the borough
(Sheffield City Archives: MC)

Sometimes known as Burgess Rolls or voters' lists, in essence, electoral rolls are
lists of people that are entitled to vote.

Land, Building and Property Records

Sale particulars (often with plans) date from the late 18™ century; for instance, Plans,
particulars and conditions of sale of Abbeydale Grange Estate consisting of
important and exceptionally eligible freehold building estate...also freehold dwelling
houses, woodland and Old Moscar Wheel Dam with water rights, also long leasehold
house with stabling and outbuildings all situate at Millhouses, Sheffield, 1910

Wills and probate records relating to those who died in the Millhouses area prior to
1858 are held at the Borthwick Institute for Archives in York. Probate records after
1858 are held at The National Archives (TNA).

Court records will also be held at the West Yorkshire Archive Service and at the
National Archives.

The National Archives (TNA) holds records of central government departments and
agencies. You can search the TNA catalogue online.

Information on archaeological sites and ancient monuments is held by the South
Yorkshire Archaeology Service’s Sites and Monuments Record.
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Sheffield City Archives and Sheffield Local Studies Library
services collect and preserve original records and printed material
relating to Sheffield and the surrounding area.

The information dates from the 12" century to the present and
relates to Sheffield, South Yorkshire and north Derbyshire.
