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This guide gives a brief introduction to the sources available for researching the 
history of Southey at Sheffield Archives and Local Studies Library. 
 
Southey is 4 miles north of Sheffield city centre. 

Historically Southey was a village in Ecclesfield township. Up until 1974 Ecclesfield 
was in the West Riding of Yorkshire (though some parts had been absorbed into 
Sheffield as early as 1901).

Clubs, Societies and Charities 
A search of the online catalogues and the card indexes at Archives and Local 
Studies may reveal records from Ecclesfield based clubs, societies and charities; for 
instance:

Records of the Sheffield 
Division cover the borough and City of Sheffield and records of Upper Strafforth and 
Tickhill Division of West Riding of Yorkshire cover areas outside the borough such as 
Handsworth, Ecclesfield and Bradfield, c.1870 - 1976.
